LATITUDE 49 RESORT PARK ACTIVITIES MEETING
MINUTES FOR 9-17-2016

Ann Archer called the meeting to order at 9:02 A.M.  Present:  Ann Archer, Theresa Cady, Margarete Dittmann, CoCo Giacolino, Gary Hall, Carol Jenkins, Patricia Kazarow, Nancy LaQua, Helen Leber, Don Schleuse, Patty Schneider and Sue Wickersham.

OLD BUSINESS
1. Minutes from 8-6-2016 were read and approved.
2. Treasurer’s Report:  WECU checking account current balance is $3278.40.  Family Christmas Fund current balance is $418.76.
3. Friday potlucks are scheduled for:  September 23 and 30.
4. Rib dinner report.  The rib dinner was another Activities sold out special event!  The new format for selling special event tickets was very effective.  The dinner itself was delicious with very efficient service.  A special feature of the evening included entertainment by part of a group of Lynden High School students named Miikki Mouse and the Rock House.  In spite of a general announcement for attendees to listen to the entertainment when the band returned after its first break, loud conversation continued to be able to be heard from some places in the room above the music.  Several suggestions were made to remedy this situation including table tents reminding attendees to listen since consensus was that entertainment of this kind at special events was a great addition and very much appreciated by the majority of attendees.  A complete Event Recap form has been filed in the Activities Resource Book.
5. Omelet in a Bag report.  This was a very successful event with 58 attending.  The food was excellent!  The Family Christmas Fund received $168.00.  A complete Event Recap form has been filed in the Activities Resource Book.
6. The sub-committee for Organizers of Special Events has completed its work.  Both a handout and a more detailed guide have been prepared.  Both of these documents are “works in progress,” that is, they will be altered as warranted, but represent significant experience and information for all organizers of Latitude 49 special events.  The handout will be given to an Owner when s/he volunteers to organize a special event.  The guide will provide much more detailed information, suggestions, helpful hints and other valuable tips that will further assist an organizer.  It will be kept in the Activities Resource Book.
7. Name Tags have been ordered for 142 Owners to date; 138 are paid.
8. CoCo Giacolino brought sample clothing and the master catalogue of everything that can be ordered with the Latitude 49 logo from Bergen and Company Embroidery.  She also reported the prices for particularly popular items that Owners can purchase, e.g., a Latitude 49 logo T-shirt for ca $16.00, a sweatshirt for ca $24.00 or a polo shirt for ca $25.00.  One can also bring one’s own garment there to be embroidered with the Latitude 49 logo for ca. $10.00 at any time.  A subcommittee will convene in the spring to facilitate the ordering process for Owners; a discount of $1.00 per item can be applied to orders of a dozen.
